Dear Parents,

Welcome to Class 3

I would first like to thank you for making the children’s transition into school a really smooth one at these strange times. They have all settled really well into the new routines and life at school.  Our daily routine is consisting of a lot of hand washing and sanitizing to keep ourselves safe. 

This letter is to replace our welcome meeting so I can pass on the usual information. 

This term will be a lot of assessing the children and embedded learning from the terms they weren’t in school. 

Spelling/Phonics: The children will be doing this daily.  We will be learning spelling rules and patterns alongside the statutory spelling list for Year 3 and 4 which I have attached.

English: This will be daily and linked to our topic. The children will study a range of genres. They will produce an independent piece, taught a unit and then complete a final piece to show their progress.

Maths: This again will be daily. The children will be taught to their ability and sometimes recapping objectives from last year to ensure they are embedded.

Topic: The children will be taught a range of subjects that link to the topic we are studying.

R.S.E – This is now statutory; therefore, I will send the information about the lessons that will be taught to the children home in the Summer term for you to see. 

Handwriting: I will be focussing on the children’s handwriting and presentation. They will be practicing daily to ensure they keep up their high standards. 

Marking: The children will receive lots of feedback verbally and any notes I make will be on our online assessment package, this will help with me not having to touch lots of books.

Reading: The children will be regularly heard in school, whether it is their school book, guided reading or reading in lessons.  I will send a reading book home on a Friday in a plastic wallet, it then needs to be returned in the plastic wallet the following Friday where it will be left alone for 72 hours ready for another child to choose.  If you need to keep the book for an extra week that is fine but will need to be in on the Friday. Unfortunately, I can’t send home a reading record but please feel free to e.mail me to let me know how they have read at home. Class3@whitminstercofe.gloucs.sch.uk This will really encourage the children to read a book in week or if needed over two weeks. 

Homework: I will be changing slightly how I set homework. One week I will send paper copies home and the following week I will set homework on purplemash. This will enable us to quarantine work before we mark it.  We will take work out of the children’s folder and replace with a sheet of paper telling the children how many team points they have.  This will reflect the work I send home and the work completed online. When we send work home, this will be sorted by one person and they will have clean hands so we are sure what we send home is safe.  Please ensure it is completed in pencil unless they have a pen license where they need to use an ink based pen not a biro.  

Each week, the children will be set a piece of maths and a piece of English (this could be topic related or comprehension)

Things to remember:

On a Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and Friday the children will have me as their teacher.

On a Wednesday, the children will have Mrs Lanceley and this will be their P.E day so need to come to school in their P.E kit. 

On a Tuesday afternoon, the children will have a Spanish lesson with Mrs Doyle they refer to her as Elena.
